1. PURPOSE

1.1
The purpose of this procedure is to identify the hazards associated with operations on or near construction sites.

2. SCOPE

2.1
This procedure applies to all Management Services Northwest, Inc. operations.

3. RESPONSIBILITY

3.1
Managers and Supervisors are responsible and accountable for implementing and maintaining safe operation of activities which they have control, and ensuring immediate corrective actions are taken to eliminate or control hazards.

3.2
Employees are responsible for their own actions, the use of safety devices and personal protective equipment, and for complying with safe practices and approved procedures.  Work-related accidents, incidents, injuries, illnesses, and near misses shall be reported to dispatch/supervisors as soon as practicable.
