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1. PURPOSE

1.1
The purpose of this -program is to establish procedures for -safe and effective traffic control in traffic control zones and work areas such as parking lots and building drive through areas.  
2. SCOPE

2.1 This applies to all Management Services Northwest, Inc. employees whose job assignments expose them to traffic hazards.
3.
RESPONSIBILITY

3.1 Supervisors shall:

3.1.1 Ensure that employees comply with this program.

3.1.2 Ensure that the traffic control plan is implemented and effective.

3.1.3 Ensure equipment and PPE are provided and used by employees.

3.2 Employees shall:

3.2.1 Follow the Traffic Control Procedure.

3.2.2 Wear and use the Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) assigned to them.


3.3
The Safety Department shall:

3.3.1 Develop and maintain the Traffic Control Program.
3.3.2 Ensure that employees are provided training.
4.
OBJECTIVE
4.1 The objective of this program is to provide guidelines and procedures for safe vehicle operations in traffic control zones.

5.
PROCEDURE

5.1 Prior to beginning operations, evaluate all aspects of the work area and the routing zone.
5.2 Assess all potential traffic hazards, including traffic speed, volume, route approaches, sight distance and the need for traffic control.

5.3 Review the safest traffic control plan/routing zone.  

5.4 Once roadside controls are established and implemented, evaluate onsight (i.e. work area) traffic controls to ensure the safe travel of all equipment and other workers.

5.5 Employees shall follow all road/routing controls (i.e. cones, barricades, etc.) to ensure safe travel and operation of Management Services Northwest, Inc. equipment.

5.6 Supervisors should review the effectiveness of the traffic control plan throughout the length of the project to ensure that controls remain effective in controlling potential hazards.
